REVIEW OF OPERATIONS

Summary

In its maiden half year, DMC Mining has made substantial progress on a number of matters over the course of the 
financial period.

Corporate

The Company successfully listed on Australian Securities Exchange on 18th July 2007 with some 440
shareholders, and raised $2.2 million. This was a major achievement of the Company in the half year.

In September 2007, as disclosed in the Company’s prospectus dated 24 May 2007, the Company issued loyalty 
options on a 1 for 2 pro rata basis of 13,225,000 options at 1 cent each pursuant to a Prospectus issued by the 
Company dated 29 August 2007.

On 19 December 2007 the Company undertook a placement and issued 1,500,000 shares at 20 cents to Section 
708 investors to raise additional working capital to complete the acquisition of the Mayoko Iron Ore Project.

Operations

Tumut EL 6647

The Company commenced compilation of historical data to undertake desktop geological review. Preliminary 
discussions have also commenced regarding the availability of drilling rigs to enable DMC to complete its 
condition precedent as part of the Tumut option and farmin agreement to drill 2000m within 2 years of ASX 
listing.

Capricorn EL08/1598

In September 2007, the Company completed a field reconnaissance trip to the Capricorn location. Information 
obtained from the field trip will be utilised in the planning for commencement of a geological work programme 
following the end of the wet season in approximately April 2008.

Mayoko

On 3rd December 2007, DMC announced it has acquired 80% of the Mayoko Iron Ore Project (“Mayoko”) in the 
Republic of The Congo approximately 300km north east of Pointe Noire on the west coast of Africa.

Acquisition Costs

DMC has agreed to the following consideration to consultants in relation to the acquisition of the Mayoko Iron 
Ore Project.

On completion on DMC’s agreed review period, DMC will pay AUD$500,000 plus issue 3,333,333 DMC shares 
and 11,000,000 DMC $0.20 options expiring 30th June 2009.

DMC will pay/issue further consideration as follows:

Upon DMC attaining a market capitalisation of AUD$25,000,000 DMC will issue 4,250,000 DMC Shares.

Upon DMC attaining a Market Capitalisation of AUD$50,000,000 DMC will issue 4,250,000 DMC shares.

Upon DMC making an announcement to the ASX of the discovery of a 400,000,000 tonne JORC inferred 
resource, DMC will issue 3,333,333 DMC shares.

Upon execution of the Mining Convention DMC will issue 2,000,000 DMC Shares. The Mining Convention is 
understood to include the Mining Licence, Commercial Agreements with the Government and approved 
Environment Impact Assessment Studies.

Any shares issued under the agreement cannot be sold on-market for a period of 12 months from the time of issue.

Share issues relating to the acquisition of the Mayoko Iron Ore Project are subject to shareholder approval.

The Mayoko Iron Ore Prospecting Permit number 7692 was granted by the Minister of Mining, The Hon Pierre 
Oba under The Republic of the Congo Mining Code (2005). 

Infrastructure Review

The independent review was conducted by senior project engineer, Mr Bruce Hawley of West Coast Projects Pty 
Ltd. The objective of the review was to carry out a basic assessment of infrastructure and services surrounding the 
Mayoko Iron Ore Project. The project review covered railway, roads & access, power, water, port and 
communications.

Resource Estimate

DMC appointed Runge Limited (formerly Resource Evaluations) to conduct a detailed review of all historical 
data and convert where possible any previous resource estimate to JORC compliant status.
